Seneca Rocks -is -the most noted spot in Pendleton
County. These rocks on the east bank of the North Fork
of South Branch �River, where Seneca Creek empties into
it, rise nearly 900 feet above the river, and offer the most
striking scene in a series of cliffs running from Grant

They have been
included in the national forest area. Spruce Knob or
Mountain, 4860 feet, the highest in the State. has many
unusual plants, trees and animals. McCoy�s mills, which
ground the grain for Civil War armies, are still at work.

At Huntington, a new million and a half dollar bridge
over the Ohio �brings the traveller from the West into
West Virginia over the Midland Trail U. _S. 60. As the
Roosevelt�Midland Trail, this extends from the Pacific at
San Francisco to the Atlantic at Newport News. South
and west another bridgeiconnection will �be across the
Big Sandy between Kenova and Catlettsburg, Kentucky.

Huntington, once Ho1derby�s Landing, is a city that has
made much of its park possibilities, and with its wide
streets gives proof of careful planning. The city was
named for Co1lis_P. Huntington, of the Chesapeake and
Ohio railroad, and really dates its commercial activity
with the coming -of that road. Industrially it is very
important, with 160 different manufac-turing plants, and
as a railroad center and &#39;river~ship-ping point is growing
in "power. Its thermos bottle plant and its mono metal
plant are the world�s largest. Here is Marshall College,
the State hospital for insane and feeble minded and the
State industrial school for girls. A particular fine View

Hurricane is a busy little Putnam County town that is
passed along the highway. _Here are many tobacco drying
sheds, as this is the heart of the West Virginia tobacco
region.

In 1742 John Peter Salley, coming down a branch of
Coal River, discovered coal in the mountains and named
the stream accordingly. The junction of this stream
with the Kanawha was -Coalsmouth until re�chri-stened
St. Albans. Here stood Fort Tackett, around which
centered the salt boom. For some distance the road
between Huntington and Charleston follows the old line
of the Chesapeake and Ohio, and passes for several miles
through narrow cuts. &#39;

Charleston, the State capital-, was named for Charles
Clendennin, father of George Clendennin, its founder.
Daniel Boone came there the year that Fort� Lee, later
Fort Clendennin, was built. He lived on Campbe1l�s Creek

Numerous fineold mansions grace the county. Claymont
Court, at which Frank Stockton, the novelist, once lived,
and Harewood are among the historic homes of the
Washington family. At Harewood in 1760-1770, Mrs. -Dolly
Payne Todd, sister of Mrs. Sam-uel Washington, came from
Philadelphia to marry "James Madison, later twice elected
president. The home ofGenera1 Hor-ati~o Gates, �Travelers
Rest,� dates back to 1763, There is also Mordington, the
home of Charles Washington at&#39;Charles Town, and the
home� of Gen. Lee at Lee-town, some miles distant.

Shannondale Springs is another historic spot. Selden�s
Cave is a �natural curiosity on the farm of Mrs. F. L.
Jordan near Charles Town.� Tradition says that Washing-
ton held a Masonic lodge there in 1753 and in 1844 it was
used for another lodge meeting.

Through Tucker, Randolph, Pocahontas, Greenbrier,
Monroe, and Mercer counties runs the Seneca Trail,
destined to be known as one of the greatest scenic high-
ways in the world. It closely follows the old Indian trail,
called the Warrior�s Road, which topped the mountains
of western Virginia and was a highway for the Indians
from New York to Georgia. So well worn was this trail
that even today at points where no sled or wheeled
Vehicle ever passed over it, the narrow path is plainly
seen. It connects at the north with the Northwestern
Turnpike and by Oakland with the National Pike, while
at Princeton it joins wi-th Federal Route 21. It touches
the Waters of the Cheat, Tygart, Greenbrier, New and
Bluestone rivers and is within touch of the Monongahela
and Shenandoah na-tional forests.
